Gary
Louie, world-renowned saxophonist, will amaze you with his alto sax virtuosity. As in previous years, the MSO opens
this concert with a performance opportunity for the winner of the Chesapeake Youth Symphony Orchestra’s Concerto
Competition. We invite you to share in the excitement of discovering new talent. Beethoven’s stirring Symphony No. 8
concludes our Spring concerts.

After opening with Verdi’s “La Forza del Destino” Overture, the MSO season finale will feature violinist Stefan
Jackiw who mesmerized our audiences last April, and will return to thrill you with his brilliant interpretation of Bruch’s
memorable Scottish Fantasy.  Dvorak’s passionate Symphony No. 8. is a glorious end to our April concerts and to the
MSO 2011-2012 Season Series.

As the Mid-Atlantic Symphony Orchestra delivers such powerful performances with an orchestra of less than 50
musicians, imagine the impact it would have if our budget was able to sustain a 60- to 70-member orchestra. It would
make it possible for the MSO to greatly expand its repertoire, and a larger orchestra would invigorate even more the
dynamic MSO Sound!
